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SciTech
SciTech is a 3-4 week international science 
and technology research program for 
high school students combining scientific 
research with cultural and social activities. 
Participants work in state-of-the-art 
facilities on a research project supervised 
by Technion’s world-renowned faculty and 
tailored to students’ individual interests and 
skills. At the end of the session, students 
present their findings at a professional 
plenary assembly. Each participant receives 
a SciTech graduation certificate at the 
closing ceremony. 

Students may choose research projects 
from a wide range of fields, including:

Engineering | Biology | Biomedical 
Engineering |  Chemistry  |  Civil Engineering 
| Game Theory | Aerospace Engineering | 
Medicine and more.
