CIRCLES ARE CONSIDERED ONE OF THE MOST POWERFUL AND UNIVERSAL SYMBOLS IN ART. IT GENERALLY
SYMBOLIZES UNITY, INFINITY, WHOLENESS, PERFECTION, AND THE CYCLE OF LIFE DUE TO ITS CONTINUOUS,
UNBROKEN NATURE, OFTEN REPRESENTING CONCEPTS LIKE THE UNIVERSE, BALANCE, AND SPIRITUAL
CONNECTION ACROSS MANY CULTURES. IN THIS PROJECT SECOND GRADE STUDENTS PRACTICED THEIR CUTTING
SKILLS BY CREATING THEIR OWN CIRCLES IN DIFFERENT SIZES. ONCE THE CIRCLES WERE COLLECTED, THEY WERE
COMBINED INTO LAYERS OF CIRCLES IN CHANGING SIZES TO REPRESENT CONTINUOUSNESS AND UNBROKEN
NATURE.

A14 BLOCK ART DIDN7 NIINN STARTING BID $100

PAINTING WITH BLOCKS CAN BE BOTH PROCESS ART OR USED IN A MORE STRUCTURED WAY. SIMILAR TO LIFE WHEN
IT’S MORE ABOUT THE JOURNEY THAN THE FINAL DESTINATION. STUDENTS PAINTED DIFFERENT COLORED BLOCKS
BY JUST FOCUSING ON THE RELATIONSHIPS BETWEEN COLORS AND THE JOY OF MAKING IT. STUDENTS WERE EACH
GIVEN A TURN TO PROVIDE A DIFFERENT COLORED BLOCK. THIS ENABLED EACH THIRD GRADE STUDENT TO ADD A
STEP TO THE PROCESS, SIMILAR TO THE CONTRIBUTIONS PEOPLE MAKE ON ONE PERSON’S JOURNEY TO THEIR
DESTINATION.
